Granites in NE Ireland - Mournes

» Long after the Newry granites, the five granites of the Mourne
Mountains crystallised - a mere 56 million years ago !

» Designated as G1 to G5 inclusive

* It was for the Mournes that J.E.Richey pioneered thi s style of
nomenclature, now used internationally to designate the time
sequence of granites in a particular region.
