The proposal should demonstrate a clear appreciation of the current state of scientific knowledge and technical development in this area.  It should also identify and justify strategic context and rationale including a description of the project aligns with the goals of the INFOMAR programme.

4. Project Partnership 


Project teams can consist of, 3rd Level Institutions, Public/Private Research Performer, SMEs or any combination of these acting in collaboration and bringing together complementary skills and expertise.


The Project Leader must sign the Declaration Form (Section A).

� SME Definition:  The category of micro, small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) is made up of enterprises which employ fewer than 250 persons and which have an annual turnover not exceeding EUR 50 million, and/or an annual balance sheet total not exceeding EUR 43 million.   Within the SME category, a small enterprise is defined as an enterprise which employs fewer than 50 persons and whose annual turnover and/or balance sheet total does not exceed EUR 10 million.    Within the SME category, a micro-enterprise is defined as an enterprise which employs fewer than 10 persons and whose annual turnover and/or balance sheet does not exceed EUR 2 million.
